A member for 41 years, Phil Saverlno served as Zone chairman, Deputy District 
Governor (twice), and District Governor.  

 

He served on the following Multiple District Committees: Leadership, Membership, 
Personnel, Restricted Fund, Welcome Home for the BIind, Constitution and By-
Laws, and Leader Dog.  

 

Lion Saverino has received two International President's Awards. In 1982, he re-
ceived the Michigan Lion of the Year Award at the Michigan State Fair in Detroit.  

 

He served as the Convention Chairman for the Multiple District 11 Convention in 
DetroIt in 1985.  

 

He has been an advisory Board Member of Leader Dog School since 1980.  

 

Phil Saverino was Co-Chairman of the Leader Dog Kick-Off Luncheon for 28 years. 
He has been Chairman of this event for the past 10 years, and during that time, 
raised $1,000,000.00. The attendance increased from 300 to over 700 Lions.  

 

He became a District Governor as a result of the death of District Governor Joe 
Emerson at the Lions International Convention in Hawaii. In spite of the problems 
of assuming the Governor's job without training or preparation, he went on to be-
come a 100% District Governor.  
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
